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Agatha Christie's most famous murder mystery, published in 1934, reaches is Diamond Jubilee and is
commemorated with this slipcased set of five of Poirot's most exotic cases from the 1930s in facsimile first edition
hardback. Just after midnight, a snowdrift stops the Orient Express in its tracks. The luxurious train is surprisingly
full for the time of the year, but by the morning it is one passenger fewer. An American tycoon lies dead in his
compartment, stabbed a dozen times, his door locked from the inside. Isolated and with a killer in their midst,
detective Hercule Poirot must identify the murderer -- in case he or she decides to strike again. This special
slipcased set contains a facsimile hardback edition of the original 1934 publication of Murder on the Orient
Express, together with four other of Poirot's most famous and popular cases from the same period: Death on the
Nile, Murder in Mesopotamia, Murder in the Mews and Appointment with Death.
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
